create a tobacco-free generation by
banning tobacco sales and usage for all
individuals born after a specified date.

Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana(PMFBY)
e Implementation - Ministry of Agriculture
& Farmers Welfare
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e Launched in - It is an insurance service
for farmers for their yields, launched in
2016.

Objectives:

e To provide insurance coverage and financial
support to the farmers in the event of failure
of any of the notified crops as a result of
natural calamities, pests and diseases.

e To stabilise the income of farmers to ensure
their continuance in farming.

e To encourage farmers to adopt innovative
and modern agricultural practices.

e To ensure flow of credit to the agriculture
sector.

Key features of the PMFBY
Premium rates

e There will be a uniform premium of only
2% to be paid by farmers for all Kharif
crops and 1.5% for all Rabi crops (winter
sown).

e In case of annual commercial and
horticultural crops, the premium to be
paid by farmers will be only 5%.

e The balance premium will be paid by the
Government (to be shared equally by the
central and state government).

e Theideaisto provide a fully insured amount
to the farmers against crop loss on account
of natural calamities.
